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those four corners have come a long way recently—last
year, The Redbury and W Hollywood hotels roused the
area with five nightspots between them (Drai’s, Station
Hollywood, The Living Room and Delphine at the W;
Cledat The Redbury), while in the past six _momhs alone,
no fewer than five additional boites have continued to
awaken the neighborhood landscape.

“Five years ago, Vine was considered the outer edge
of [revived] Hollywood,” recounts Costas Charalambous,
head nightlife honcho at SBE (The Colony, Hyde
Lounge). “I remember standing out there before we
opened Katsuya [in 2007], and it was kind of scary.” That

memory clearly didn’t deter him—one of his
latest projects, Library at The Redbury,
is just up the street (1717 Vine St.,
877.962.1717, theredbury.com). The
den-like courtyard space, which opens
this month, provides an alternative to
SBE’s usual flashy fare—think board
games and mint tea rather than bottles
and medels. “If you're having dinner and
want to continue the night, but not go to a club, this is
the place,” says Charalambous.

Just down the street, another low-key venue has proved
to be a hit with Capitol Records execs and local condo-

wanted to create an amenity for those who live and

work in the neighbothood,” says co-owner Uday Sehgal,
who himself lives across the street. “There wasn’t much
here for people who [have outgrown] the club scene.”

That’s not to say the area’s newest guard is devoid
of DJs and dance floors. Glitzy Tru Hollywood and an
accompanying basement lounge, 1 Below, just opened
in the shadow of Drai’s (1600 N. Argyle Ave. and
6231 Selma Ave., 323.461.1600, truhollywood.com).
A revival of ’90s megaclub Roxbury, located behind
eight-month-old Hemingway’s, has been drawing
around-the-block lines since its January debut (1661 Ivar
Ave., 323.469.0040, roxburyhw.com). And Lexington
Social House combines dancing, patio lounging and
farm-to-table fare by Wolfgang Puck protégée Mette
Williams (Cut, Spago) (1718 Vine St., 323.461.1711,
lexingtonsocialhouse.com).

“It’s starting to remind me of New York or Miami,
where people walk to [several] places in one night,” says
Charalambous of the Hollywood and Vine renaissance.
With more big launches set for the coming months—
including a restaurant project from fine dining vet David
Myers (Sona)—it looks like this patch of star-spangled

sidewalk is fully reclaiming its luster. Y
